David’s joy overflowed out of his heart for the 
Lord. Circumstances didn’t dictate his joy or his 
faith in God. 



A joy-giver is confident in the Lord, content,  
likes being around positive people, seeks to be 
obedient to the Lord, enjoys celebrations, and  
rests in the Lord’s plan for her life. 
A joy-taker exhibits self-pity, focuses on comparison, 
is a complainer, is a negative influence, is 
overcommitted, and is even constantly exhausted.  
 



Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters,  
whenever you face trials of many kinds, 
because you know that the testing of your 
faith develops perseverance. Perseverance 
must finish its work so that you may be  
mature and complete, not lacking anything.
